In 1929,
Jessie A. Jameson formally presented the Jameson Memorial Hospital to
the citizens of New Castle and Lawrence County in the name of her late
husband, David Jameson, a local industrialist.

The next year, the hospital had 150 beds and admitted 2,448 patients.
Today, Jameson Health System is comprised of two campuses with 308
beds and over 11,000 patient admissions—and we are still growing and
adapting to the changing healthcare needs of the community.

As we look to the future of health services, it is exciting to see the new
advancements that are being made. Since the consolidation, our staff
has been working very hard to position the health system to bring new
technologies into our community. The addition of angioplasty services
to our cardiology program (see article on page 3) is an example.

“Every year, approximately 300 Lawrence County residents leave
the community to receive interventional and therapeutic treatments
for cardiovascular disease,” says Douglas Danko, vice president of
Professional Services at Jameson Health System.“We've identified a
need for our patients and adapted our services to meet that need.”

Coronary artery disease, the number one killer in Pennsylvania and
the United States, is caused by the build-up of plaque in the blood
vessels. This process is called atherosclerosis and if left untreated, it
can lead to a heart attack. Angioplasty opens blocked arteries and
allows blood to flow to your heart muscle.

During coronary angioplasty, a thin, flexible tube called a catheter is
inserted in your groin through incisions only centimeters in diameter.
Physicians use a special X-ray screen to move the cathether into a
coronary artery that feeds your heart. Next, a very thin wire is
threaded across the blockage and a tiny, expandable balloon is
passed to the blockage.The balloon is inflated to push against the
plaque and open the artery.Then the balloon is deflated and the
catheter is withdrawn, leaving the artery wider to allow blood

to flow more easily.

Jameson’s angioplasty procedures will be performed in the new
Cardiac Catheterization/Angioplasty Suite, which is equipped
with state-of-the-art technology like the GE Innova 4100 digital
imaging system.

Currently, Pennsylvania regulations prohibit hospitals without
open-heart capabilities from offering other cardiac interventions.
However, Jameson Health System is one of only five community
hospitals in the state of Pennsylvania selected to participate in a
demonstration showing that offering angioplasty in community
hospitals is safer, more convenient, and more affordable for
patients.

“We've made a major
investment of capital

and manpower to bring Board-certified physicians
angioplasty to the New providing services
Castle community,” says in the Cardiac
